Soviet role in the trials threatened the overall credibility of the IMT and possibly even the collective memory of the war
Soviet Justice at Nuremberg illuminates the ironies of Stalin s henchmen presiding in moral judgment over the Nazis In effect
the Nazis had learned mass suppression and mass murder techniques from the Soviets their former allies and now the latter
